WHEREAS |, an Executive Officer of Alberta Health Services, have inspected the above premises
pursuant to the provisions of the Public Health Act, RSA 2000, c. P-37, as amended;

AND WHEREAS such inspection disclosed that the following conditions exist in and about the above
noted premises which are or may become injurious or dangerous to the public health or which might
hinder the prevention or suppression of disease, namely:

Unit 5:

The cover plates for electrical receptacles are missing.

The window opening does not meet the egress requirement.

There is a security mesh on the outside of the window that impedes egress.
The window does not have a screen.

AND WHEREAS such inspection disclosed that the following breaches of the Public Health Act and the
Housing Regulation, Alberta Regulation 173/99, and the Minimum Housing and Health Standards exist in
and about the above noted premises, namely:

Unit 5:
a. The cover plates for electrical receptacles are missing. This is in contravention of
Section 11, in the Minimum Housing and Health Standards.
b. The window opening does not meet the egress requirement. This is in contravention
of Section 3(b), in the Minimum Housing and Health Standards.
c. There is a security mesh on the outside of the window that impedes egress. This is
in contravention of Section 3(b), in the Minimum Housing and Health Standards.
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d. The window does not have a screen. This is in contravention of Section 2 (b), in the
Minimum Housing and Health Standards.

AND WHEREAS, by virtue of the foregoing, the above noted premises are hereby declared to be
Unfit for Human Habitation;

NOW THEREFORE, | hereby ORDER and DIRECT:

1. That the tenants of the above noted premises be vacated by 12pm on
November 01, 2011

2. That the owner immediately undertake and diligently pursue the completion of the following work in
and about the above noted premises, namely:
a. Install cover plates for the electrical receptacles.
b. Modify the existing window or install a new window that has an unobstructed opening of
minimum 3.8 ft* with no dimension less than 15”.
c. Remove the metal mesh that completely covers up the window.
d. Install a screen for the window.

3. That until such time as the work referred to above is completed to the satisfaction of an Executive
Officer of Alberta Health Services; the above noted premises shall remain vacant and secure from
unauthorized entry.

The above conditions were noted at the time of inspection and may not necessarily reflect all
deficiencies. You are advised that further work may be required to ensure full compliance with the
Public Health Act and regulations, or to prevent a public health nuisance.
